Year 3 Curriculum Information – Terms 5 and 6 

                                                                                                    Literacy: This term we will be looking at stories by Roald Dahl, writing letters for different purposes and word play, including riddles, puns and poems.  Our focus will include the use of time connectives to order events and we will continue experimenting  with a variety of connectives and sentence openers to  improve the style and clarity of our writing. 

In term 6 we will also be reading and writing playscripts, and looking at information writing in connection with our History topic.
Numeracy :
In term 5 we will make and describe 

Right angle turns and identify right angles. We will also learn to recognise and use the points of a compass.

We will be looking at grid positions and learn to locate positions on a grid with the rows and columns labelled, making our own treasure maps!

We will also be revising doubling and halving, counting in 5’s and 50’s and odd and even numbers.

In term 6 we are going to use written methods to record addition and subtraction of two and three digit numbers. We will be finding the difference between two numbers by counting on and the concept of change when shopping. Finally we will revise time and use our tables to begin division with remainders.
Science: In term 5 we will be looking at magnets and springs, and at how they are used in everyday life.

In term 6 we will be looking at light and shadows, including how light travels and how shadows are formed.
History: In terms 5 and 6 we will be learning about why people move and settle in other countries, with a focus on the Celtic and Roman settlement of Britain. We will make comparisons between the Celtic and Roman ways of life, and look at the difference between invasion and settlement. We will be looking at important events during this time, including the causes, effects and consequences of Boudicca’s revolt.
We will visit the Corinium Museum in Cirencester to look at Celtic and Roman artefacts, and take part in workshops playing Roman games, finding out about Roman food and dressing up in Roman clothes. 
Design and Technology: we will use the principle of pneumatics to design a mask with a moving part.

 Art: In art, we will examine Celtic knot pattern designs to generate patterns of our own.  Additionally, we will look at colours and patterns used in Roman mosaics and use different media to make our own mosaic pictures.
 Drama/Dance/ Music: Our link with Cotham outreach teachers will continue this term. Drama and music lessons will alternate between 3R and 3W as last term. In music, we will be learning a variety of song and rounds with accompaniments, using a simple ostinato, on tuned and un-tuned percussion instruments.
Physical Education:  Swimming will continue this term as well as dance with the Cotham outreach teacher. We will also be having outside PE times when we will be practising our outside games skills including throwing, catching, bouncing controlling and striking using small and large balls. We will use competitive activities to improve these skills and our passing ability as well as learning to work cooperatively as part of a group or team.
Personal, Social and Health Education: PHSE in term 5 focuses on relationships including exploring feelings within the context of our important relationships, with the aim of developing knowledge, understanding and skills in self –awareness. In term 6 our focus is on changes in preparation for moving to a new class next term. Additionally, linked to our science topic, we will look at sun safety .
Information Technology: Term 5 will involve Exploring simulations and how they represent real and imaginary situations. This ranges from designing and testing products, scientific simulations and also adventure game scenarios. In term 6 we will continue with elements of e-safety (safe and responsible use of the internet) and begin to use e-mail as a means of communication.
